Light pollution is largely the result of bad lighting design,
which allows artificial light to shine outward and upward into
the sky, where it's not wanted. Ill—designed lighting radically
changes light levels, and affects some aspects of life : migration,
reproduction, and feeding. For example, endangered leatherback
turtles are guided by the horizon’s natural glow, but light from
a nearby city can lead them to get lost and hit by cars.
