Hello, Students! There are many idiomatic
expressions found in the English language.
Today, we are going to learn about interesting
fruit-related expressions. First, the word apple
is used in the phrase “apple of the eye” to
describe  someone or something deeply
precious. It stems from ancient times when
the “apple” represented the pupil of the eye.
Second, grapes can be found in the expression
“sour grapes.” This phrase comes from the
Aesop fable, “The Fox and the Grapes,” where
a fox rejects grapes he can't reach as sour
and undesirable. Next, the fruit cherry appears
in the term “cherry-picker.” A “cherry-picker”
is someone who selects the best items or
opportunities, often in a way that seems
overly selective. Finally, a “lemon” is used to
describe something disappointing or unpleasant,
like the sour taste of lemons. For example, if
you buy a car that keeps breaking down, you

might say, “This car is a lemon!” Now that
